Millie swum a personal best (PB) time of 34.56 sec in the final. Millie took a total of 4.3sec off her freestyle time over two swims.
Millie was one of 18 competitors representing the Yarrawonga/Mulwala Swimming Club at the semi-finals on Saturday 2 March, this is the largest number of swimmers the club has had competing at this event. To be able to compete at this event swimmers had to have finished in the top 6 in the Ovens and Murray District for their age and event.
