2nd year - should be attending meets (Open and Pennant) where practical as directed by the coach. 5 training sessions available.

	Swimmers are required to attend meets (Open and Pennant) where practical as directed by the head coach. 5 training sessions available.


Please note that in order to be eligible for awards at Club Championships swimmers 8 years and over must have competed in 2 District or Open meets and at least 50% of club nights (Wednesday). In order to be eligible to compete at District Championships including Relay Championships swimmers must have competed in at least 2 pennant meets.
